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Caesar Shifter 
 
To use the Caesar substitution cipher, create a Caesar shifter as follows: 
 

1. Remove the circles at the bottom of this sheet.  
2. Place the smaller circle over the larger circle, and place a paper fastener through the center of both circles.  
3. To encode a message, rotate the smaller circle the appropriate number of units. Then, replace plaintext letters from the smaller 

circle with ciphertext letters from the larger circle. (To decode a message, do the opposite.)
